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ONSOZ

I¢inde yasadigimiz 21. yiizyilin ¢eyrek asirlik zaman diliminde diinyanin degisik bolgelerinde
i¢ savaglar ve devletlerarasi savaslar dahil onlarca yiliksek yogunluklu catisma yasanmistir. Yasanan
savaglar bazi1 yonleriyle oncekilerle benzerlikler gosterirken bir¢ok boyutta radikal farklilasmalar ve
degisimler de ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Bu itibarla zaman zaman savasin dogasinin degistigi ve radikal bir
doniistim oldugu one siiriilebilmektedir. Savasin dogasinin degistigi iddialari tartismali olsa da stra-
tejik, operatif, taktik ve teknik diizeylerde harekat planlamalarini, karar siireclerini ve uygulamalari
etkileyen dnemli yeniliklerin ortaya ¢iktig1 genel kabul gérmektedir. Buradaki temel husus ise ortaya
cikan degisimlerin dogru bir sekilde tespit edilip degerlendirilmesi, bunlardan dersler alinmasi ve
planlama siireglerine dahil edilebilmesidir.

Bu ihtiyaci kargilanmasina katki saglamak ve sorularin bir kismina yanit aramak amaciyla
Istanbul Arel Universitesi tarafindan diizenlenen “21. Yiizyil Savaslarinda Strateji, Operatif, Taktik
ve Teknik: Tespitler ve Degerlendirmeler” isimli Ulusal Kongre 9-10 Mart 2024 tarihlerinde ¢evrim
ici olarak yapilmstir.

Kongreye, liniversitelerden, arastirma merkezlerinden ve resmi kurum ve kuruluslardan genis
bir katilim saglanmustir. Iki giinde alti oturum halinde icra edilen kongrede savas prensipleri, harbe
hazirlik, istihbarat sistemleri, komuta-kontrol ve muhabere, manevra ve kentsel alanlarda muharebe,
ates destegi, deniz ve hava harekati, lojistik, yapay zeka ve robotik sistemlerin kullanimi gibi genis
bir yelpazede yer alan konularda 38 bildiri sunulmus ve alinan derslere yonelik tartigmalar yapilmas,
sonuglar ¢ikarilmistir.

Kongrede sunulan bildirilerin tam metinleri ile sunum slaytlar1 ve konugsma metinleri Kongre
Tam Metin Bildiri kitab1 olarak hazirlanarak elektronik ortamda erisime ag¢ilmis ve ilgili kamu kurum
ve kuruluslarina gore gonderilmek iizere sinirli sayida basili kopya hazirlanmistir.

Kongrenin planlanmasi, akademik siireclerin etkinlikle yiiriitiilmesi amaciyla genis katilim-
I1 bilimsel danisma ve diizenleme kurullar teskil edilmistir. Bu kurullarda gorev alarak kongrenin
basaris1 i¢in emeklerini esirgemeyen saygideger emekli komutanlarimiza ve subaylarimiza, segkin
akademisyenlerimize ve aragtirmacilarimiza, kongrede sunulmak iizere bildiri gonderen katilimcila-
ra; Kongrenin diizenlenmesinde her tiirlii destegi veren ve kongreye ev sahipligi yapan Istanbul Arel
Universitesi yonetimine siikranlarimizi sunuyoruz.

[stanbul Arel Universitesi tarafindan diizenlenen “21. Yiizy1l Savaslarinda Strateji, Operatif,
Taktik ve Teknik: Tespitler ve Degerlendirmeler” temali Ulusal Kongre 9- 10 Mart 2024 tarihlerinde
alt1 oturum halinde ¢evrimigi olarak icra edilmistir. Kongrenin oturumlarinda; 1) Savasin Dogasin-
daki Degisimler, Harp Prensipleri, Kuvvet Olusturma ve Strateji, 2) Komuta-Kontrol, Muhabere,
Bilgi Sistemleri ve Istihbarat, 3) 21. Yiizy1l Savaslarinda Manevra, 4) 21. Yiizy1l Savaslarinda Hava
Harekati, Deniz Harekati ve Miisterek Ates Destegi, 5) Savasin Ekonomisi ve Muharebe Hizmet Des-
tegi, 6) 21. Yiizy1l Savaslarinda Teknoloji ve Yapay Zeka ana basliklarinda stratejik, operatif ve taktik
diizeyde 38 bildiri sunulmustur. Kongrede ulasilan sonuglardan 6ne ¢ikanlar 6zet olarak miiteakip
maddelerde sunulmaktadir.

Genel

Tarih boyunca ¢esitli formlarda var olan savasin dogas1 21. yiizyilda da temel olarak ayni ka-

lirken teknolojik gelismeler ve kiiresellesmenin etkisiyle 6zelliklerinde farklilasmalar ortaya ¢ikmis
ve aktor ¢esitliligi, harekat alan1 dinamikleri, kullanilan silah sistemleri, uygulanan strateji ve taktik-
lerde 6nemli degisimler yasanmustir.
21. yiizy1l savaslarinda konvansiyonel kuvvetler, terdrist ve siber saldirilar, sosyal medyanin ma-
nipiilasyonu, psikolojik harekat/algi yonetimi, diplomatik ve ekonomik vb. diger araglar belirli bir
siyasi hedefe yonelik biitiinlesik ve es zamanli olarak kullanilip, diizensiz ve dinamik bir ortamda
stirprizlerle dolu angajmanlara girilmekte, uluslararasi hukuk ve catigsma hukukundaki gri alanlardan
istifade edilerek catisma hibrit bir formda icra edilmektedir. Boyle bir ortamda savas planlamasinda
geleneksel planlama yontemleri yetersiz kalmakta, ¢ok yonlii-biitiinciil bakisa ve yaratici diisiinceye
ihtiya¢ duyulmaktadir.

Harbin Seviyeleri

Teknolojik ilerlemelerin savunma sistemlerinde menzil, hiz ve etki agisindan yarattig1 yenilik-
lerin, 6zellikle insansiz hava, kara, su iistii ve sualt1 araglar1 ve ¢esitli robotik vasitalarin gelisimi ile
yapay zekanin yaygin kullaniminin harbin geleneksel seviyeleri (stratejik-operatif-taktik) arasindaki
ayrimui bir Olcilide ortadan kaldirdigr goriilmektedir. Taktik seviyedeki gelismelerin siklikla stratejik
etkiler iiretmesi ve sonuglar yaratmasinin basta komuta kontrol diizenlemeleri olmak iizere askeri
harekatin planlama, hazirlik ve icrasinin ¢esitli boyutlarinda dikkate alinmasi gereklidir.

Miistereklik, Kurumlararasi Is birligi ve Karsihkh Cahsabilirlik

21. ylizy1l savaslarinda oncelikle iilke i¢inde ulusal giivenlik dncelikleri konusunda hiikiimet,
millet ve silahli kuvvetlerin uyumlulugunun yani sira harekat ortaminda kamu kuruluslari, hiikkiimet
dis1 kuruluslar ve yerel unsurlar ile is birligi ve koordinasyon ihtiyaci giderek artmus, taktik sevi-
yedeki birlikler dahil farkli kuvvet ve smiflar arasinda miistereklik ve birlikte calisabilirlik 6nem
kazanmistir. Bu faktorlerin etkilerinin doktrin gelistirme, savunma sistemleri tedariki ve egitimlerin
planlanmasinda dikkate alinmasi gereklidir.

Komuta Kontrol ve Liderlik

Teknolojik gelismeler muharebe sahasinda istihbarat toplama, hedef tespiti ve tespit edilen
hedeflerde siiratle etki yaratilmasi i¢in taktik seviye (takim, boliik, tabur komutani vb.) liderlerinin
inisiyatif kullanacak sekilde yetistirilmesi ihtiyacini ortaya ¢ikarmistir. Icra edilen harekatin 6zelli-
gine bagl olarak merkeziyetci bir komuta sistemi yerine muharebe sahasinin 6n hatlarindaki taktik
birlik komutanlarinin bilgi ihtiya¢larinin karsilandigi daha islevsel ve esnek bir komuta-kontrol yak-
lasiminin kullanilmasi dikkate alinmasi gereken bir segenek olarak belirmektedir.

Harekat alanindaki belirsizliklere ve dngoriilemeyen gelismelere tedbir olarak lider kadronun
Gorev Komutas1 (Mission Command) konseptine uygun olarak egitilmesi ve yeteneklerinin gelis-
tirilmesi dikkate alinmasi1 gerekli bir tespit olarak one ¢ikmistir. Bu sekilde liderlerin beklenmeyen
karmagik durumlarda sezgisel karar verme yeteneklerini kullanip yaratici ¢ozliimler bulmalarinin
miimkiin olabilecegi kiymetlendirilmistir.

Manevra

Savaglarda piyade desteginden ve hava savunmasindan yoksun zirhli birliklerin uzun mesa-
feler katederek intikalinin ve kiitle halinde taarruz etmesinin zorluklar1 ve riskleri bir kez daha goriil-
miistlir. Hava iistiinliigli olmadan yapilan karsi taarruzlarin basari sansinin fazla olmadigi ve taarruz
edenin zayiatinin agir olacagi Ukrayna 6rneginde bir kez daha kanitlanmistir.

Rusya-Ukrayna Savasi, iyi planlanmis mevzi savunmasinin éneminin azalmadigini goster-
migtir. Nitekim Ukrayna kars1 taarruzuna tedbir olarak Rusya, mevzi savunmasina geri donmiis ve
engellerle giiclendirilmis, birbiri gerisinde tahkimli mevzilere dayali, etkili bir savunma tesis etmistir.
Ukrayna birliklerinin Rus savunma mevzileri dnlindeki zayiati, engellerin kaldirilmasi ve engellerden
gecit acilmasi i¢in manevra unsurlarinin istihkam timleri ile takviyesinin ve miisterek egitimlerinin
Onemine isaret etmektedir.

Miisterek Ates Destegi

21. yiizyilda silahli insansiz hava sistemleri (SIHA) ve fiize sistemleri dahil ates destek vasi-

talarinin menzil ve isabetliliginin gelismesi muharebelerde atesle taarruzun 6nemini artirmis, temas
hatlarinin derinligindeki stratejik hedefler de atesle taarruzla etki altina alinmistir.
Mubharebelerde SIHA’larin kullanilmasinin hava kuvvetlerinin satth birliklerine saglayacag yakin
hava destegi ihtiyacini nispeten azaltarak hava muharebelerine yonelik sorti kabiliyetini artiracagi,
SIHA ve THA’larin hava kuvvetleriyle senkronize sekilde kullanilmasinin sinerji yaratacag goriil-
mustur.

Donem igerisinde 6nemli bir degisim deniz kuvvetleri vasitalarinin kullanilmasinda ortaya
cikmigtir. Deniz kuvvetleri, envanterlerindeki tahrip giicii yiiksek, uzun menzilli ve yliksek hizli mii-
himmat ile bir stiredir geleneksel deniz istiinliigli miicadelesi yerine, kara hedeflerine taarruz go-
revlerinde kullanilmaktadir. Nitekim Rus ordusu da Ukrayna’ya fiize taarruzlar i¢in Karadeniz’de
konuslu gemilerini kullanmakta, Hazar Denizi’nden atesledigi fiizelerle Suriye’deki hedefleri vur-
maktadir.

21. yiizy1l savaglar1 klasik topcunun hala etkili bir ates destek vasitast oldugunu gostermistir.
Bu itibarla klasik namlulu topgu silahlarinin, insansiz sistemler ve hipersonik silahlar ile bir arada

kullanimi 6nem kazanmustir. -



Topyekiin Savunma Ihtiyaci

Savaglarda sivil hedeflere, kritik tesislere, karada ve deniz altindaki alt yapilara, bilisim ve
haberlesme sistemlerine, enerji santrallerine, enerji nakil hatlarina ve barajlara kinetik ve siber va-
sitalarla saldirilar diizenlenmektedir. Nitekim Rusya-Ukrayna savasi devam ederken Baltik Deni-
zi’nde boru hatlaria ve bilgisayar veri kablolaria saldirilar olmus, ABD’nin, Norfolk bolgesindeki
Langley Hava Kuvvetleri Ussii, Aralik 2023 ay1 boyunca kimligi belirlenemeyen insansiz hava arac-
lar1 tarafindan vurulmustur. Bu tiir saldirilarin stratejik ¢apta hasar yaratacagi dikkate alinarak yurt
savunmasinin topyek{in savunma esasina uygun olarak planlanmasi gerektigi degerlendirilmektedir.

Muharebe Hizmet Destegi

Silahlarin etki oranlarinin artmasi muharebe sahasinda silah, ara¢ ve techizat hasar oranini
yiikseltmistir. Ornegin Rusya, Ukrayna’da bir yillik bir donemde yaklasik 3.000 ana muharebe tan-
kin1 kaybetmis, ihtiyacin1 bir 6l¢iide depolarindaki eski model tanklarla karsilarken, Ukrayna dis
yardima bagli oldugundan kayiplar1 karsilamakta zorlanmigtir. Bu durum harp stoku/savas yedegi
mevcutlarinin 6nemini géstermektedir.

21. ylizy1l savaslarinda 6zellikle mithimmat ve akaryakit tiilketiminin mevcut doktrinlerdeki
oOl¢iitlerin ¢cok Gtesinde oldugu goriilmiistiir. Nitekim baslangigta Bati’dan gelen mithimmatla bir stire
ihtiyacini karsilayan Ukrayna ordusu, savas uzadikca mithimmat sikintist gekmeye baglamig, Bati
iilkeleri stoklar1 da yetersiz kalmistir. Bu kapsamda yonergelerin gézden gecirilmesi ve ihtiyaclarin
yeniden tespit ve temini savunma planlamasi agisindan 6nem arz etmektedir.

Ukrayna ile Gazze'de tespit edilen personel zayiat miktarlar1 da doktrin zayiat planlama fak-
torlerinin ¢ok iistiinde gerceklesmektedir. Personel zayiat planlamasiyla ilgili yonergelerin gézden
gecirilme ihtiyaci da dikkat ¢ekmektedir.

Askeri saglik sistemine sahip olmayan ordularin muharebede tedavi ve tahliye sistemini tesis
edemedigi, bunun sonucunda zayiat oranlarinin arttig1, birliklerin muharebe giiciiniin azaldig1 ve mo-
ralinin olumsuz etkilendigi tespit edilmistir.

Mubharebe Icin Teskilatlanma

21. ylizy1l savaslarinda ortaya ¢ikan 6nemli bir ihtiyag, barig kosullarindan itibaren tugay ve
alt seviyelerdeki birliklerde “tam birlik” anlayisina uygun olarak yeterli diizeyde muharebe, muha-
rebe destek ve hizmet destek unsurlarindan olusan, en alt seviyelerden itibaren kuvvetler arasi ve
kurumlararasi koordinasyona ve sivil-asker isbirligine imkan verecek sekilde yapilandirilmis, mev-
cutlar1 ve techizati tam gorev kuvvetleri/muharebe timleri teskil edip gergekei egitimler yapilmasi ve
savasa hazir olunmasidir. Bu baglamda, teskilat yapilarinin, muharebe destek ve muharebe hizmet
desteginin modiiler ve esnek hale getirilmesi ihtiyaci da ortaya ¢ikmustir.
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Konsept ve Thtiyaca Dayali Savunma Sanayi

Ordularin uzun stireli ve yiiksek yogunluklu ¢atismalar siirdiirebilmesi igin lojistikte opti-
mum seviyede 0z yeterliligi saglamasi gerektigi; sivil kapasiteden baristan itibaren ayrintili planlama
yapilmasi ve tatbikatlarda denenmesi kosuluyla istifade edilebilecegi; dis yardimlarin ise siirdiiriile-
bilirlik ve karsilikli calisabilirlik sorunlari nedeniyle diisiik 6ncelikli olarak dikkate alinmasi gerektigi
degerlendirilmistir. Bu itibarla ve 6zellikle Rusya-Ukrayna savasinin da gosterdigi sekilde, etkili bir
ulusal savunma i¢in kendi kendine yeterli savunma sanayine sahip olunmasi vazgecilmez bir 6n ko-
suldur.

Bununla birlikte, konsepte dolayisiyla ihtiyaca dayanmayan, arz temelli bir tedarik sisteminin
birlik depolarin1 gereksiz, muharebede kullanimi miimkiin olmayan ve planlarla uyumsuz techizatla
doldurarak kaynak israfina neden oldugu ve muharebe etkinligini 6nemli 6l¢iide azalttigi goriilmiis-
tur.

Bu itibarla iilkelerin ulusal glivenlik/savunma strateji belgelerinin hizla degisen uluslararasi
stratejik ortamin 6zellikleriyle uyumlu olmasi i¢in daha kisa periyotlarla (azami 3 yil) gdzden gegiri-
lerek giincel bulundurulmasi gerektigi; bu belgelerde, dngoriilen stratejik ortamin gereklerine uygun
olarak tedarikine ihtiya¢ duyulan savunma yeteneklerinin esaslarina, yatirirm ve AR-GE oOnceliklerine
de yer verilmesinin faydali bir yaklagim olacagi degerlendirilmektedir.

Yapay Zeka, Insansiz Sistemler ve Yiiksek Teknolojik Uriinlerdeki Gelismelerin
Etkileri

Insansiz silahli ve silahsiz hava araclarinin muharebe sahasinda etkili bir manevra, ates destek
ve hedef tespit vasitasi oldugu goriilmiistiir. Uretilmelerinin nispeten ucuz olmasi, maliyete gore etki-
lerinin yiiksek olmasi bu sistemleri “kuvvet carpan1” seviyesine yiikseltmistir. Oniimiizdeki donem-
lerde, say1 ve cinslerinin artmasi, menzillerinin uzamasi, yiik tasima kapasitelerinin gelismesi, hava
kosullarina kars1 daha dayanikli hale getirilmesi beklenmektedir. Bununla birlikte bu sistemlere teror
orgiitleri ve kriminal sug orgiitleri dahil devlet dis1 aktorlerin erisiminin kolaylagmasi ve karsi savun-
ma sistemlerinin de gelismesi miimkiindiir. Bu itibarla insansiz sistemlerin kuvvet yapilanmasinda ve
doktrinlerdeki yerlerinin ele alinmasi/gdzden gegirilmesi acil bir ihtiyag¢ olarak belirmektedir.

21. yiizyilda yapay zeka uygulamalar1 ve robotik sistemler, harekat planlamasinda, karar sii-
reclerinde, egitimlerde ve muharebe sahasi fonksiyonel alanlarinda artan oranda yer bulmaktadir. Ya-
pay zeka bir orduya hizli karar alabilme, hizl1 ve dogru istihbarat ve hedef tespiti yapabilme, yliksek
isabet ve etkili egitim imkani sunmaktadir.

Teknolojik gelismelerden gelecegin askerlerinin (savaggilarini) tasariminda da faydalanilmak-
tadir. Bu kapsamda, savunma arastirma ve gelistirme siireclerinde genetik miidahaleler, biyokimyasal
giiclendirme, sibernetik (beyin-makine ara yiizleri) ve protez uygulamalartyla yakin gelecegin dijital
yar1 robotik insan askerleri tasarlanmaktadir. Bu girisimlerdeki kismi ilerlemelerin bile ordulara asi-
metrik iistiinliik saglayacagi kiymetlendirilmektedir.

Teknolojik gelismelerin ve 6zellikle yapay zeka uygulamalarinin hizi ve kapsami, yakin gele-
cekte “Insan Otesi Jeopolitik” kavramini akademik tartismalara dahil etmistir.



Bu gelismeler her diizeyde ydnetici, icraci ve yardimci personelin gelisen teknolojiyle uyum-
lu yeteneklere ve becerilere sahip olmasini gerektirmektedir. Personel temin sistemlerinin ve askeri
egitim kurumlarimin bu tiir personelin teminine ve yetistirilmesine yonelik secenekleri ayrintili ola-
rak tespit ve degerlendirmesi zorlu bir gorev olarak belirmektedir. Bu kapsamda basta tiniversiteler
olmak iizere sivil kurum ve kuruluslarla is birliginin gelistirilmesi gereklidir. Ayrica sivil sektérden
askerlik-seferberlik yiikiimliiligii ve hizmet alim1 se¢enekleri lizerinden nitelikli personel hizmeti
temini konusunda calisilmasi gerektigi degerlendirilmektedir.

Yukaridaki tespitler; hiikiimetlerin ve ordularin, iilkelerinin ulusal glivenlik/savunma strate-
jileri geregi kendilerinden beklenen vazifeleri yerine getirebilmek i¢in muharebe alanlarinda ortaya
cikan gelismeleri siirekli izleyerek dersler almalarini ve buna bagli olarak stratejik, operatif ve taktik
diizeyde konsept, doktrin ve yonergelerini gdzden gecirmelerini; yenilikleri savunma planlama, tes-
kilatlanma ve harekata hazirlik siireclerine dahil etmelerini gerekli kilmaktadir.

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POWER COMPETITION IN THE EASTERN MEDITERRANEAN: A NEW
NAVAL ARMS RACE BEYOND MODERNIZATION PLANS

Introduction

Before the Gaza-Israeli War contested the maritime picture, on a routine daily briefing, besi-
des naval activities, the survey and drilling endeavours have been keeping the LED screens occupied,
and the watchstanders cautioned in many of the naval operations centres. The ongoing naval activities
include, but are not limited to, the routine patrols of the UNIFIL multinational maritime task force,
the NATO Operation Sea Guardian, the deployments of standing naval groups of NATO (SNMG-2/
SNMCG-2), the duties of ships participating in Turkish maritime security Operation Mediterranean
Shield and the activities of Turkish Maritime Task Group patrolling in the Sidra Bay. The littorals
have also frequently conducted bilateral and multilateral exercises with the participation of the US,
UK, and France to relay politico-military messages to each other. The naval assets deployed to and
from the Persian Gulf and the Indian Ocean have been taking any opportunity to carry out passing
exercises with the militaries of the Eastern Mediterranean littorals. Syrian civil war has also catalysed
the tempo of military and naval activities and let the Russian Navy return to the theatre. Nowadays,
the naval assets that have rushed to the theatre, along with the vessels loaded with humanitarian aid,
have complicated the maritime picture.

Cyprus, being the most important island of the Eastern Mediterranean due to its location at
the nexus of the sea lanes and air corridors, controls the approaches of the Suez Canal and Iskenderun
Bay and presents military reachability as a “springboard” to the hinterland of the Middle East and
North Africa. Henceforth, the hegemons wanted to reign over the Eastern Mediterranean Basin and
control Cyprus due to its geostrategic position throughout history. As the hegemonic adventure rolled
on, the same ultimate longing has still been valid for the current powerhouses of the world. As such,
the British have kept their sovereign bases on the island where the US has been exploiting them and
seeking after getting additional privileges to use Greek Cypriot military and port facilities in the scope
of SGCA-U.S. Bilateral Defence Cooperation (Appellant, 2024).

Moreover, France and Russia recently expanded the context of military cooperation agree-
ments to exploit the basing capacity in a broader sense. Concisely, the island is on the geostrategic
binoculars of global and regional competitors (Yayci, 2012).

From the worldwide sea communication perspective, the Mediterranean Sea is one of the
busiest seas in the world, harvesting 20 per cent of seaborne trade, 10 per cent of world container th-
roughput, and over 200 million passengers, although it covers only one per cent of ocean surfaces. A
recent study revealed a year-over-year growth of 8.2 per cent for freight traffic and 3.6 per cent for the
number of vessels that transited the waterway. The expansion of the Suez Canal allowed the average
size of vessels transiting the canal to grow by 12 per cent compared to the past. (Shumake, 2019) This
watershed event increased the geoeconomic importance of the Mediterranean, its profound role in the
Belt and Road Initiative project, and its geostrategic cover value in the eyes of geopolitical and geoe-
conomic competitors. As a result, the exclusive significance and role of the Eastern Mediterranean in
the Chinese Belt and Road Initiative got elevated, as well.

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In the Eastern Mediterranean, the quest for hydrocarbon resources resulted in the discovery
of significant deposits of natural gas and petroleum, particularly in the bed of the Levantine Basin,
amounting to a mean probable 3.5 trillion cubic metres (tcm) of natural gas and 1.7 billion barrels of
oil according to the data of the United States Geological Survey (USGS, 2010). Although the current
level of discoveries in the Eastern Mediterranean region hardly comprises 1.5 per cent of worldwide
gas resources, they are still significant within the bilateral and regional context, given the nearness of
this supply base to the European Union (EU), globally the third-largest gas consumer (14.5 per cent
of worldwide consumption) and with negligible gas resources of its own (BP, 2018: 28-29). The gas
potential of the Eastern Mediterranean is estimated to meet the demand of Europe for the next thirty
years (Yayci, 2012). Meanwhile, the tapping of gas fields in Egypt and Israel gifted the export poten-
tial, in addition to self-sufficiency, and re-galvanized the interest of multinational oil companies in the
region, particularly with similar expectations in the maritime space for the island of Cyprus (Tsakiris,
Ulgen ve Han, 2018).

Moreover, the discovery of hydrocarbon resources in the Eastern Mediterranean basin has
altered the geo-economics and geo-strategy of the region in terms of power and influence calculati-
ons of regional and global powers. At the end of the period, it might not be illusionary to expect that
tapping these resources could bring prosperity and peace to the region by promoting regional coo-
peration. However, historical experience in the Middle East proved to be the opposite. The question
that needs to be answered is whether the gift of the creator to this part of the world, the hydrocarbon
resources, could either change the ill fate of the region by promising wealth or further the foregone
instability.

This essay meticulously examines a series of events that changed the naval posture of the
global and regional powers along with the politico-military developments affecting the security en-
vironment in the region: the US invasion of Iraq and the Lebanon War in the first decade of the new
millennium and the Mavi Marmara Incident, the Arab Spring followed by the Syrian and Libyan Civil
Wars, triggering migration flux to Europe, in the second decade as well as the persisting Cyprus'.
And Israel-Palestine Conflicts. Then, the latest developments on the energy impasse are scrutinized
to shed light on the delicacy of the issue for regional tranquillity and prosperity. Now, a new insecu-
rity landscape will shape the region in the aftermath of the ongoing war in Gaza. To conclude, based
on the mutual reactions of the stakeholders, which are Tiirkiye and Turkish Cypriots on one side and
the Greek Cypriots on the other side, the escalating relations are assessed to be calming down to a
solution as part of a regional peace and prosperity project rather than armed conflict as the prudency
prevails and the global powers involve. However, the notable armament of regional stakeholders on
such a scale cannot be disregarded in case crises turn to armed conflict.

1.Changing Stable Bipolarity to Unstable and Volatile Multipolarity in the Eastern Me-
diterranean

At the onset of the millennium, some political developments had profound reflections on the
security dynamics and stability of the region, along with the cascading spill-over effects to the mariti-
me domain as the new global order unfolded. A closer look at these happenings chronologically might
explain the current naval power and maritime space competition.

1 The island of Cyprus is divided between the Republic of Cyprus (RoC, or simply Cyprus), the most eastern border of the European Union
and recognized by the international community and the Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus (TRNC), self-proclaimed in 1983 and not recognized by
the international community except for Tiirkiye. From here on, the Republic of Cyprus will be referred to as Greek Cypriot Administration and Greek
Cypriots, where TRNC is Turkish Cypriots, to denote the significance of two communities constituting the people of Cyprus.
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1.1.The Invasion of Iraq: The Return of US Navy

At the very beginning of the first decade, the US Invasion of Iraq triggered the return of the
US Navy to the Eastern Mediterranean stage. The Eastern Mediterranean had kept its key status as
one of the hubs in the US Navy’s forward deployment strategy during the Cold War to project force
to the southern flank of the Soviet Empire. However, in the early 2000s, the US Navy could only
manage to deploy and base combat credible forces to “only two and a half” hubs, whereas the Me-
diterranean received a “half hub” status due to the shifting of a more significant chunk of forces to
support the ongoing operations in Afghanistan and Iraq (Walton, 2017). The “War on Terror (WoT)”
interventionism of the US after the 9/11 terrorist attacks and Operation Iraqi Freedom (OIF) deeply
affected regional power equilibrium and “radically altered the naval power configuration in the regi-
on”. In support of the US, NATO launched its ever-first Article V naval operation, Operation Active
Endeavour (OAE), reinforcing its presence in the Mediterranean (Giiveng & Egeli, 2016: 100).

Besides the surge operations of the units passing by the Mediterranean to and from the Arabi-
an Sea and the Persian Gulf, the US Navy consolidated its forward presence with the basing of four
Ballistic Missile Defence (BMD) capable Aegis vessels in Rota, Spain and the flagship of the sixth
fleet, USS Mount Whitney (LCC 20) in Gaeta, Italy (Kasapoglu, 2018: 10) both to deter the ballistic
missile threat to the Europe and also the evolving Russian aggressiveness via regular Black Sea dep-
loyments with these units as well. The unique “dual carrier strike group” deployment of Operation
Iraqi Freedom repeated itself twice in June 2016 and later in April 2019 to convey a “tons of diplo-
macy” message against the Russian naval buildup in the Black Sea and the Eastern Mediterranean as
well as a warning sign to Iran and its proxies in Syria and Lebanon (Faram, 2019) From the eve of
Russian aggression to Ukraine until April 2023, the US kept a carrier strike group in the Mediterra-
nean supplemented with Italian and Spanish counterparts. In August 2022, two carrier strike groups
operated together in the Med. The Gaza war also contested the maritime domain by showing flags of
Western warships from the US, France, Germany, and Great Britain, including carrier strike groups
(Mongilio, 2023).

1.2.Ukrainian War

The week before the onset of the Ukrainian War, the Russian Navy operated two distinct and
independent surface action groups (SAG) to track NATO carrier groups in the Mediterranean. Their
activities are supplemented by Improved Kilo Class SSKs supporting the operations of the SAGs. The
goal was to keep capital NATO warships in the Eastern Mediterranean. Starting the official ending of
the increased combat readiness of the Mediterranean Task Force in November 2022, the Pacific Fleet
Warship departed, and the Russian naval presence then gradually increased to a task group comprised
of a frigate and a corvette, supported by a submarine (Bath, 2022).

Despite the Western navies rushing to the scene after the onset of the Palestine-Israeli War,
the Russian navy has stayed calm in its Syrian bases. Currently, a carrier strike group shows flag in
the Eastern Mediterranean to deter Hezbollah, Iran, and other actors from joining the ongoing conflict
between Hamas and Israel. After operating in the Red Sea to protect maritime shipping and to defend
them against the missile/drone attacks of Yemeni insurgent groups), (USNI News, 2023) the US for-
med a multinational coalition to protect maritime shipping in the Red Sea (Helou, 2024).
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1.3.NATO in the Eastern Mediterranean and the Black Sea!

NATO recently tailored its naval operational command structure to deliver 360 degrees of
maritime focus and interconnectivity with a higher level of battle rhythm overall maritime frontiers.
NATO ships have also been continuously monitoring the substantial Russian activity in the Eastern
Mediterranean by revising the exercise schedule to enhance its presence and to increase maritime
situational awareness throughout the Eastern Mediterranean. An Operation Sea Guardian Task Group
recently finished a targeted maritime security patrol (NATO, 2024). This task group has also sup-
ported the EU NAVFOR’s Operation Sophia in the Central Mediterranean. The NATO nations in the
Mediterranean had capable and versatile credible forces. However, the Alliance could not create a
persistent deterrent due to evolving challenges without an increased and permanent US commitment
(Kasapoglu, 2018: 9). On the other hand, NATO’s activities in the troubled waters of the Black Sea
confined the patrol of reconnaissance and patrol aircraft and the activities on land and ports besides
the routine presence of littoral NATO countries. Despite Tiirkiye’s imposition of the Montreux Con-
vention does not close the straits to the non-belligerent states, no attempt has been made to navigate
through the straits by any country yet. Recently, the three littoral NATO inked an agreement to form
a task group to clear the drifting mines in the Black Sea. The deal also includes a clause for the parti-
cipation of other nations after the ending of hostilities (Euronews, 2024). A recent NATO Sea Shield
Exercise that will be held in the Danube basin and its vicinity has the potential to trouble the waters
of the Black Sea (Giirdeniz, 2024).

1.4. Securing Energy at The Source and in Transportation
1.4.1. Regional alliances: Israel, Greece, Cyprus, Egypt

The recent discovery of energy resources in the Eastern Mediterranean stimulated some of the
littorals to set a variety of frameworks to encourage and attract multinational companies to invest in
the region. To secure the energy at the source and in transportation, basic maritime security initiatives
leading to triangles of quasi-aligns were eventually initiated to counter the objection of Tiirkiye.

One of these frameworks, the Eastern Mediterranean Alliance (EMA), built on defence allian-
ce and energy cooperation amongst Israel, Greece and Southern Cyprus, was strategically the anchor
of Greek and Greek Cypriot security and economic progress in the Eastern Mediterranean. Due to
shared interests, the Greek duo convinced Egypt to sign an agreement towards defence cooperation
in conducting “joint ground, naval and air exercises and exchanging information and cooperating
in exploiting energy sources in the Levantine region” and creating maritime and energy security”.
This agreement set another triangle of a quasi-alliance, completing the missing corner of a potential
quadrangle of an alliance due to the shyness of Egypt being in the same military club as Israel. In the
Medusa and Cleopatra series of exercises, the theme of this alliance is practised in the field (Ioannou,
2017).

1 A NATO Task Group has been conducting a focused security patrol in the central and western Mediterranean with the participation of three

NATO ships, a submarine, and several air assets in the context of OSG. Recently, NATO activated a new command, Commander Surface Forces NATO
(COMSURENATO), to assume responsibility for the surface forces, including the four standing naval groups and units under NATO operational control
for Operation Sea Guardian. This new command was intended to enhance the efficacy of unity of command as the context, scope, and tempo of NATO
maritime operations increased. (MARCOM, NCS Adaptation : MARCOM Activates Surface Command, 2019)
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After the intertwining of the military framework, another regional energy initiative led by
Egypt, aiming to be the regional energy hub, resulted in the establishment of “The Eastern Medi-
terranean Gas Forum (EMGF)” by the partake of seven countries, namely Egypt, Greece, Jordan,
Palestine, Southern Cyprus, Israel, and Italy, amalgamating two tripartite alliance groupings also
under energy cooperation which also supported by other regional and global stakeholders. The forum
eventually served Europe’s wish, as well as the US’s to diversify the energy supply lines through a pi-
peline (Eastern Mediterranean Gas Pipeline) stretching from Israel and Southern Cyprus into Greece
and Italy. Currently, the forum excludes four notable littorals, namely Lebanon, Syria, Tiirkiye, and
the TRNC, which are inherently supposed to be part of the regional game (US State Dep, 2019).

Then, the US Congress stepped into the scene with a backing blow. A bipartisan supported
Eastern Mediterranean Security and Energy Partnership Act, which passed the US Senate Foreign
Relations Committee, signals a potential change in the US longwinded policy of military balance
between Tiirkiye and Greece in the wake of tense US-Tiirkiye relations. The letter of the bill states,
“full support the trilateral partnership of Israel, Greece, and [Greek] Cyprus through energy and de-
fence cooperation. Initiatives-including lifting the prohibition on arms transfers to the Republic of
[Greek] Cyprus” (Congress.gov, 2019). It is worth noticing that the bill was amended in the US Sena-
te’s Foreign Relations with provisions also to include the denial of port services to Russian warships
for reducing its (Russian) malign influence in the Eastern Mediterranean, which was resisted loudly
by the Southern Cyprus Defence Minister (Sputnik News, 2019).

1.4.2.French Factor

France is another player and stakeholder interested in the region’s security and energy dyna-
mics. Besides French oil companies, the French navy almost permanently flies colours in the Eastern
Mediterranean, at least with one frigate, besides the Charles De Gaulle Carrier Battle Group deploy-
ments. The French ships conducted various naval exercises with the maritime units of Southern Cy-
prus. They paid port visits on various occasions by exploiting the privilege granted in the Agreement
for Cooperation on Defence Matters framework in 2007 and upgraded in 2023 (CBN, 2023). Recent-
ly, the content and scope of this deal have widened their bilateral cooperation, including the use and
upgrading of the Evangelos Florakis naval base. Greek Cypriot authorities interpreted the deals as “a
positive development” amidst rising tensions with Tiirkiye (CyprusMail, 2019).

1.4.3.New Stakes: The delineation of Maritime Jurisdiction Areas in the Eastern Medi-
terranean, the Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ) and the Continental Shelf (CS)

Along with the current fault lines that have the potential to escalate into a crisis, even to armed
conflicts, which stimulate the presence of navies in the region, the new stakes on securing energy exp-
loration and exploitation activities along with the delimitation disputes between the littoral have been
complicating the maritime panorama at the Eastern Mediterranean and have caused the riparians to
shift their focus of attention into securing their interests in the maritime domain. Currently, the litto-
rals of the Eastern Mediterranean have favoured the exercise of unilateral proclamation and then ena-
ctment of bilateral agreements of the EEZ instead of multilateral agreement among all littorals, which
is supposed to be the preferred methodology in a semi-closed sea such as the Eastern Mediterranean.
(Yayci, 2012: 19) Subsequently, this practice has created competing claims on delineating maritime
jurisdiction areas between Tiirkiye and Greece, Tiirkiye and Southern Cyprus (Filis & Rafael, 2013).
The first attempt came from Greek Cypriots, who started to affect EEZ delimitation agreements with
the littorals.
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Sequentially, Greek Cypriots signed EEZ accords with Egypt in 2003 (United Nations CGA,
2003), Lebanon in 2007 and Israel in 2010 (United Nations GCA, 2010), and also registered its EEZ
claim to the UN after completing its internal legislative procedures (United Nations CGA, 2004). Re-
cently, Israel and Lebanon inked a delineation deal without any mutual recognition by the facilitation
of the US (Gebeily & Lubell, 2022).

1.4.4.Turkish Views on Energy Competition and Regional Landscape

Tiirkiye should maintain its position that “without a solution in Cyprus (two-state federation),
the region’s hydrocarbon potential cannot be exploited”. To avoid any fait accompli, the navy’s pre-
sence with its air arm in the TRNC is to be strengthened.

Since 2020, Tiirkiye has conducted 33 preventative activities for illegal exploration and exp-
loitation, whereas its seismic/drilling activities are limited to its continental shelf. Currently, the risks
of escalation of the crisis, tension, threats and show of force show that the region has no invest-
ment-friendly environment.

As long as the economic potential of natural gas resources remains modest on a global scale,
it will not be easy to build a coalition of extra-regional powers to deter and contain Tiirkiye. A deal
to connect gas to Turkish pipelines could be the most viable and feasible solution, such as the Tiirki-
ye-Israel Agreement. The U.S. position is not yet clear. A solution that will take care of all parties has
still been considered in the D. C., Washington, such as Mc Clatchy map. It should also be noted that
the ongoing Gaza-Israel war has the potential to affect the alliances established based on energy in the
Eastern Mediterranean.

There are long-term and complex conflicts in the Eastern Mediterranean that cannot be resol-
ved, and tensions are likely to rise. The region is considered an area that destabilizes Europe due to
terrorism and migration threats originating from the Middle East and the Sahel, and geopolitical and
ideological rivalry has become an area of conflict since the 2011 Arab Spring,

China’s investments within the Belt and Road Project scope require it to be considered in ter-
ms of crisis management in the region. Eastern Mediterranean; security and geopolitical perspective,
activities of non-regional actors, energy targets and defence/armament,

The political and security vacuum created by the apparent decline of the US presence in the
Middle East has turned into a region that Russia uses to measure the West’s borders and capabilities,

Tiirkiye, Greece, Israel, Egypt, and the Greek Cypriot Administration are conducting neces-
sary defence modernization works, but they have not reached a level that will trigger an arms race.
It has been stated that the tripartite alliances of Greece-Israel-Greek Cypriot Administration and
Egypt-Greece-Greek Cypriot Administration initiated by Greece have not turned into strategic coo-
peration (IISS, 2023).
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1.5.Dramatic changes in the naval power hierarchy

As elaborated above, the return of the US and, eventually, NATO transformed the Eastern
Mediterranean into “a NATO lake or a Mare Nostrum for the Alliance at that time”, as reported by
Giiveng and Egeli. The US and NATO conducted naval and airstrikes in the context of Operation
Allied Protector, acting “without regard for the concerns and interests of others”, where Tiirkiye
substantially partook in the operation with naval and air assets (Giiveng & Egeli, 2016). Due to the
relative decline of the Turkish Navy during the same period, the naval equilibrium against Russian
revival was provided by increased NATO and US activity.

1.5.1.The Revived US engagement in the Eastern Mediterranean through the three-axes
strategy

Due to the improved Russian military presence and Chinese economic engagement, the US
chose to abuse as of now existing alliance axes within the region. The primary and second pivots
directly result from a geopolitical power struggle for advantage among the regional actors. The pri-
mary pivot emerged during the energy competition within the Eastern Mediterranean as the direct
result of crucial cooperation between Israel, Greece, South Cyprus, and Egypt —evolved and rapidly
militarized after 2013. The second axis developed from the civil war in Libya. It was brought forward
after 2015 when Russia, France, UAE, and Israel chose to back Khalifa Haftar. These two axes have
slowly picked up an anti-Turkish stand due to Tiirkiye’s game-changing role in the energy issue and
the Libyan war. In any case, the U.S. decision to back these axes is related to Washington’s goal to
contain Russian and Chinese influence within the region.

For this point, the U.S. started a third axis of alliance by arranging the Abraham Accords with
Israel, the UAE, Bahrain, Sudan, and Morocco in 2020 (Giiney & Korkmaz, 2021). However, the fate
of these accords has been contested due to Israeli aggression in Gaza, which also negatively impacted
credibility in the world.

1.5.2.Increased Russian Activity in the Eastern Mediterranean

Under the Putin administration, Russia declared its strategy to ensure its reach to warm oce-
ans via the Eastern Mediterranean. Consequently, the Russian Navy began regular deployments to
the Eastern Mediterranean in 2008, utilising its facility at Tartus as part of its increased activities and
eventually establishing a permanent presence This move substantially enhanced Russian A2/AD ca-
pability in the Black Sea and other coastal anti-ship and anti-air defence systems (Cole, 2018). Toget-
her with the Caspian Sea Flotilla, the cruise missile attacks from the surface and subsurface platforms
of the Mediterranean Task Force proved the force projection and strike capacity. From February 22nd
to August 22nd, 022, Russia deployed two different and independent surface combat groups plus su-
bmarines in the Mediterranean, totalling 29 ships and eventually decreasing its footprint. The main
task of this force was to monitor NATO Aircraft Carrier Task Groups. Russia has revived its presence
with deployments from Northern and Pacific fleets, including the resumption of the Syrian Express
between Saint Petersburg and Tartus. Notably, a Slava class cruiser is on the way to the Eastern Me-
diterranean (Lokeren, 2024).
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1.5.3.The Belt and Road Initiative

The Eastern Mediterranean constitutes the westernmost part of the Chinese geoeconomic rea-
ch project, the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI). In this regard, China has been investing mainly in the
operations of hub ports and railways and continuing to complete the various shipping routes of its
BRI by utilising the combination of disparate transport modes'. The Eastern Mediterranean, particu-
larly after the capacity of the Suez Canal expanded, started to play an increased role in BRI trade.
On the other hand, the announcement of the India-Middle East-Europe Economic Corridor (IMEC)
has been a mechanism that may contain the growing Chinese expansionism despite being a modera-
te-volume corridor (Inamdar, 2023).

1.5.4.Littoral States’ Naval Forces

The discovery of hydrocarbons stimulated the riparians to participate in the sovereignty of
marine spaces actively. Along with the concerns for the safety and security of hydrocarbon explora-
tion and exploitation activities and facilities, a naval arms race has been popping up on the regional
agenda. In the Mediterranean strategic balance, the naval recapitalisation efforts of these littorals are
noteworthy for review due to the escalating energy conjuncture. They might reveal the prospective
intentions and future capabilities in changing the naval equilibrium. In the Eastern Mediterranean ba-
sin, there are only four countries, namely Egypt, Greece, Israel, and Tiirkiye, with a significant naval
fleet, while others, such as Libya, Syria or Southern Cyprus, have either a small fleet of obsolete ships
or just a few patrol boats.

The comprehensive midlife upgrades of BARBAROS class frigates and PREVEZE class su-
bmarines are ongoing, and the first ships are almost completed with modern indigenous systems and
weapons. Additionally, the contract for the midlife upgrade of GUR class frigates has been recently
inked, along with modifications for integrating national AKYA heavyweight torpedoes into all sub-
marines (DefenceTurkey, 2021).

The fleet’s air arm has been entirely on duty after the completion of the MELTEM projects and
the takeover of AH-1W Cobra helicopters from the Army. On the uncrewed vehicle side, the Turkish
Navy operates a tactical squadron of BAYRAKTAR TB-2 UAV/UCAVs and an operative squadron
of ANKA S/B and AKSUNGUR UAV/UCAVs (DzKK, 2024) both in reconnaissance and combat
roles while the unmanned surface fleet has been expanding with a myriad of domestically developed
vehicles from MARLIN to ALBATROS (SSB, 2024).

On the other hand, some relatively obsolete ships, including two YAVUZ class frigates, two
DOGAN class fast attack boats, two AY class submarines and an ENGIN class mine hunter, have been
redesignated as test and training ships (savunmasanayi.org, 2024). Tiirkiye flexes its naval muscles to
safeguard its and Turkish Cypriots' interests in the energy impasse.

The logistic arm of the fleet has also been enhanced with the introduction of three new ships,
one of which is a Replenishment at Sea and Combat Support Ship (DIMDEG), which will improve
the blue water competency of the fleet (Yaylali, 2024).

1 The northern “Silk Road” freight train from China to the UK and the “Trans-Caspian Rail Routes” have already been inaugurated.
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However, it should be noted that Tiirkiye has chosen a more complicated route, designing its
frigate to be customized to fit operating requirements and ideas. Using locally manufactured wea-
pons and sensor systems adds a degree of danger and complication. Being among the first ships to
adopt these new systems, TCG Istanbul must deal with the difficulties of innovative designs teething
problems. Since these new systems have never been in battle, unlike the off-the-shelf approach, there
are legitimate questions about how well they will function in actual operations (Yaylali, 2023). This
approach indeed constitutes a disadvantage for the Turkish Navy in the short term, particularly in the
next five years.

Its eternal rival, Greece, trying to keep a delicate balance with Tiirkiye, has been looking for
opportunities to procure new surface vessels and upgrade existing ones after partial financial recovery
(Kasapoglu, 2018). Greece’s 2014 National Military Strategy identifies safeguarding sovereignty and
territorial integrity as principal defence objectives; recent years, there has been a renewed focus on
Eastern Medi terranean security (ISSS, 2023: 98). The armed forces would also be expected to sup-
port Cyprus in the event of a conflict. Greek Navy has almost half of Turkish frigates and corvettes,
which need upgrading and rejuvenation. But the Greek flotilla of fast attack missile boats overmatc-
hes its Turkish counterpart in number and capacity. It also owns four very modern (plus one moderni-
sed) AIP-fitted submarines and ordered its new high-tech torpedoes (Defence Industry Europe, 2023),
which are modified as “the tip of the spear for the Hellenic Fleet” (USNI, 2017). Currently, Greece
endeavours to revive its C4ISR capabilities by reactivating and procuring P3B Orion maritime patrol
aircraft, one of which is in service, to boost its rotary-wing competency by the delivery of 70 Ex-US
Kiowa Warrior armed reconnaissance and Chinook heavy-lift helicopters while most of its F-16 fleet
upgrade (ISSS, 2024).

Furthermore, the first two of its seven MH-60 Romeo ASW helicopters have joined the Navy,
which will enhance its surface and anti-submarine capacity with a myriad of missiles and rockets
(NewsTeam, 2024b).

Recently, one of its new generations, three BELHARRA/FDI frigates, has already been laun-
ched and is under fitting while the rest are under construction.(Manuel, 2023) This acquisition might
also be deemed the French resolute towards increased cooperation with Greece in the Eastern Medi-
terranean. More importantly, fitting FDI frigates with the naval cruise missile (NCM) will provide the
Greek Navy with deep strike capability. A contract was inked with a consortium of TKMS and Thales
to comprehensively upgrade and modernise Hydra-class frigates to a high-edge combat competency
(Salerno-Garthwaite, 2024). On the other hand, the Greek Navy is to procure four Freedom-class
littoral combat ships (LCS) from the US, which are in need of substantial refitting.

In recent years, Greece signed defence cooperation agreements with Southern Cyp-
rus, Egypt, and Israel and has been conducting military exercises with these countries. Greece also
expanded its mutual defence agreement with the US to enhance its military presence in the country,
including the more frequent port visits and exercises with US warships (Euroactiv, 2021). Besides,
her strategic partnership agreement with France notably includes a mutual assistance clause (ISSS,
2023: 98). Moreover, an indication of deepened military cooperation between Greece and Israel is the
permanent installation of the Long Horizon OTHT (over the horizon) radar system in Crete to impro-
ve the near real-time recognised maritime picture in the Eastern Mediterranean (TheGreekObserverl,
2019).
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Considering these developments, Greek defence analysts comment that the Greek Air Force
is several steps ahead of its Turkish peers regarding the quality and technology of the fighters in its
inventory. However, Tiirkiye is a significant exporter of drones, including air, surface, and underwa-
ter versions, supplying its armed services while Greece is boosting its relevant academia and industry
on drone innovation. On the navy side, the Greek Navy, where it previously enjoyed a quality advan-
tage, is having difficulty maintaining, upgrading and recapitalising its fleet due to limited domestic
capabilities. The cost of procuring warships abroad hinders its capacity to keep a quantitative match
with its Turkish peer. Currently, the Greek Navy enjoys dominance in the underwater capabilities,
whereas Tiirkiye is closely behind and probably will match after the 2030s (Nedos, 2024). In sum,
each country’s financial and industrial capacity will be determinative in keeping the delicate balance
of naval power and supporting air power. Greece leans and entrusts the enthusiasm and the blank
check of the US and its EU partners, exploiting its eagerness for arms procurement in this race where
Tirkiye is all alone, struggling with its financial austerity.

Egypt is noticeable in the Eastern Mediterranean arms race with its diversification of procure-
ment policies and its acquisition of high-end platforms towards a blue water navy's uncertain combat
readiness due to neglected professionalism (Kasapoglu, 2018). In order to protect newly discovered
gas fields in surrounding seas, the Navy's vigorous naval procurement program includes upgrading
the vessels in the inventory and acquiring/building new vessels with foreign technical aid. The power
projection capacity of the Egyptian Navy has been improved with the acquisition of 2 MISTRAL-c-
lass LHD along with 3 FREMM and 4 MEKO A-200EN frigates, 4 GOWIND Class corvettes, and 4
Type 209/1400 submarines (Kasapoglu, 2018; Mevliitoglu, 2019). In September 2018, Egyptian ship-
yards launched the first-ever warship built in-country, Port-Said, the second ship of GOWIND class
frigates, followed by the fourth MEKO A-200EN, Al Jabbar (Domingo, 2023). More importantly, the
Egyptian-Franco naval cooperation is not limited to arms sales and also includes joint military exer-
cises to test the efficiency of platforms of French design (Daily News Egypt, 2019) as well as to im-
prove the overall combat effectiveness of its Navy via conducting bilateral and multilateral exercises
with the assistance of foreign training experts. On the other hand, Egypt’s preference for procuring
German MEKO frigates was due to restrictions in the French arms export regime. In sum, the balan-
ced modernisation, when coupled with "awakening" professionalism and combat readiness, might
eventually end in a stronger Egyptian naval stand (Springborg & Williams, 2019). Overall, Egypt,
opting for a proven and existing commercial-off-the-shelf design, has secured frigates equipped with
weapons and sensors crafted by reputable European defence contractors (Yaylali, 2023).

Last but not least, Israel has a modest, versatile fleet of the most advanced vessels in the regi-
on, comprised of mainly multipurpose SAAR-class surface combat vessels and an astute submarine
flotilla which is believed to have second and deep strike capability with LACM as well as to conduct
covert operations. The operational competency of the Israeli navy is combat and operation-proofed
with cutting-edge force multipliers: air force support'.

1 Moreover, the competent air force was the first ever to use an F-35 Stealth Fighter in a combat mission, probably on an Iranian military

structure in Syria. Israeli F-35I ADIR is unique due to its design according to the user’s exclusive operational needs and permit to source codes (Leone,
2019).
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Israel also has a plethora of space, cyber and electronic warfare capabilities, as well as all
types of cutting-edge air, surface and underwater drones (ISSS, 2024). To protect energy fields and
infrastructure, the Israeli navy is improving its blue water capabilities with the inclusion of new gene-
ration' SAAR-6 corvettes (Fabian, 2023) and the upgrading of existing SAAR vessels (Kasapoglu,
2018). Its strategic strike capability will be enhanced and extended in range by introducing the third
ship of DOLPHINE-II and DAKAR-class AIP submarines equipped with vertical launchers that can
accommodate ballistic missiles and cruise missiles. These vessels were seen as “key to regional do-
minance” (Lappin, 2022). Overall, Israel’s navy is competent in conducting any operations efficiently
in the Eastern Mediterranean and has the capability to patrol and enforce its maritime claims.

The 35-year-old US arms embargo was lifted, assumedly to pull Cyprus from Russian influ-
ence away (Jakes, 2022), which would surely lead to an arms race on the island (KNEWS, 2022).
Recently, SGCA joined the drone manufacturers club. Its spectrum of drones includes the long-range
loitering ammunition Spear-2 (Erbasg, 2023) 2 to the USV B5 Hydra, which could operate in the Eas-
tern Mediterranean (Isik, 2023). Moreover, with the funds allocated for defence, the GSCA procured
a guided missile Sa’ar &2 OPV and Iron Dome air defence systems from Israel, H145M light attack
helicopters, MM-38 anti-ship missiles and Stinger MANPADS. Despite being modest, its capabilities
may pose an asymmetric threat beyond self-defence when they were to be used.

In a naval armed conflict between these peers, the force multipliers, particularly ISR, electro-
nic and cyber warfare, and air force support will be the game changers. Israel is far ahead in quality
and quantity among the littorals, followed by Tiirkiye, Greece, and Egypt.

Conclusion

In the escalating Eastern Mediterranean energy impasse, the actions and reactions of the sta-
keholders need to be closely monitored to make a prudent assessment of the region’s future.

In this regard, especially after 2013, Egypt allocated resources to renew its navy and prima-
rily purchased ready-made ships. Especially with its new platforms, it is reaching a force structure
that competently performs all types of warfare in the Eastern Mediterranean. However, the Egyptian
Navy may experience technical and logistics problems in the upkeep of its fleet due to the diversity
of platforms from different countries.

Israel procured sizable surface platforms that can perform oil platform/EEZ protection duties
on the high seas and attaches importance to the modernization of its air force to maintain its techno-
logical edge. Placing vertical launchers on its new generation submarines will increase the number of
cruising/ballistic missiles that can be fired, as well as its combat load and range, which will improve
its counter-strike capability and alleviate its lack of strategic depth. It has technological superiority,
primarily due to its air force, electronic warfare, and unmanned and national weapon systems compa-
red to its regional peers.

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The Greek Cypriot Administration strives to develop its defence capabilities beyond self-de-
fence with the support of the USA and France instead of energy competition.

Greece is striving to implement its air and naval forces modernization plans, which were dela-
yed due to the economic crisis, with the support of the USA and France within the scope of the energy
and geopolitical struggle in the Eastern Mediterranean. In addition to the naval and air platforms that
will enter the new inventory, it might achieve technological superiority in 3-4 years with cutting-edge
platforms, weapons, and systems.

Despite Tiirkiye’s numerical superiority, it is in a relative weakness in terms of submarines
(AIP) and air defence and air force, which might be closed in 3-4 years to come. The delay in the
platform projects may be a weakness in maintaining the balance of forces in the face of the opponents
acting in alliance, mainly due to the need to have forces in different areas of operations. Tiirkiye’s
exposure to overt and covert sanctions from its allies slows down shipbuilding and modernizati-
on programs. Therefore, Tiirkiye should accelerate the renewal and modernization processes of the
inventory of warships, weapons, and electronic systems to keep up and have the upper hand in the
competition with its regional peers.

The Greek Cypriot Administration, Egypt, Greece, Israel, and Tiirkiye are making significant
defence modernization efforts, but this may not be taken as an arms race considering the delayed mo-
dernization.

Clearly, these countries invest heavily in defence capabilities by prioritizing their air and na-
val forces. This point is a game changer in the struggle between Greece and Tiirkiye.

Greece is currently adding to their fleet with the acquisition of Rafale and F-35s. Tiirkiye, on
the other hand, has been forced to work on modernizing its existing F16s and developing national
aircraft due to the imposition of sanctions. Although the latter has managed to conduct a maiden fli-
ght, it will still take years for it to reach full operational capability. Despite the challenges, Tiirkiye
has boosted its investments in the national defence industry, with a particular focus on producing
unmanned aerial vehicles. They have also become a significant exporter of combat-proven platforms.

It's important to note that armed conflict or competition doesn't result in a winner, except for
the military-industrial complex of developed countries. Therefore, Turkey should wisely implement
diplomatic and power policies that aim to resolve the alliances formed against it in the region. This
includes prioritizing the controlled normalization of relations with Egypt, Israel, and even Greece, as
it is vital for the country's interests.

On the other hand, the efforts of the United States and France to arm Greece should be fol-
lowed carefully and vigilantly. In this regard, Tirkiye should closely monitor any change in the
balance of power in the region. In the event of a controlled escalation of the crisis, Tiirkiye should
be prepared and alert to the option of using preemptive force by its peers, considering their past and
current dare practices.
